Had 
a great time (very, very, hot and humid) and met 
lots of Kiwanians from all over the United States 
and the rest of the world.  I found out that Ki-
wanis is growing by leaps and bounds, especially 
in Jamaica, Europe and some Asian countries.  
One constant theme from the entire conference is 
that we are all about the kids!   So many programs 
and ideas towards helping the children of the 
world. 
 One of the most interesting things I found 
out in Tennessee is that the state has a program 
where every newborn in Tennessee receives an age 
appropriate book  for the first 60 months of their 
life (0-5 years old)!  This program was founded by 
Dolly Parton and is a highly successful and vi-
brant program, supported by the Kiwanians of 
Tennessee.  A great idea for the Kiwanians of 
Washington State. 
 I wanted to pass on to all that Kiwanis In-
ternational is accepting proposals for its second 
Worldwide Service Project. Kiwanis’ first project 
helped reduce the number of families in undevel-
oped countries victimized by Iodine Deficiency 
Disorder, the leading preventable cause of mental 
and physical disabilities.  Now they are looking for 
a new project.  They are taking on submissions up 
till 1 October 2009.  The submissions must Involve 
a global child-focused issue or problem and  in-
volve both a global and a local level of participa-
tion and impact.

It was interesting to see the results taken from an 
instant poll of the 2000 + delegates.  We had voter 
pads (similar to T.V. Remotes) where we voted on 
International Foundation officers, Vice presidents 
and polls.

On the Web page is a minium of 50 great 
presentations about how to better our club.  Many 
of these would be great suggestions for future pro-
grams. 
 It was also exciting to see the new interna-
tional president installed, Paul Palazzo.  The man is 
only 46 years old and very dynamic.  In addition, 
Sylvester Neal, from the Pacific Northwest District, 
was installed as the president-elect and Alan Penn 
from Ohio voted as the vice president.  There are 
many more observations that I will try and include 
in a future article.
